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FOOTBALL 
The Tempe Prep Football program finished a 
successful, albeit, difficult inaugural year in 2A 
11-man football.  The jayvee team finished 3-4 
and the varsity team finished 4-5.  Learning the 
game of traditional 11-man football was a 
challenge for both players and coaches alike. 
 The more formidable challenge was the fact 
that our region is, undoubtedly, the toughest in 
the state.  Four of the six teams in our region 
made the state playoffs.  A final challenge was 
simply contending with the nagging injuries 
that beset our team in the second half of the 
season. 
 
So why was it successful at all one might 
reasonably ask?  Because the 2009 Knights 
have already established themselves as a 
disciplined, physical and growing program that 
belongs in 2A.  We will be better next year.  We 
will be in the playoffs.  We will do great things. 
 We don't want to play 8-man football ever 
again.  We want to win a state championship 
and we want to win it by competing without 
complaint in the toughest region in the state. 
 
All region players included Tommy 
Knebelsberger, Matt Rines, Rocky Brittain, Matt 
Rich and Kyle Whalen.  The varsity team 
shutout two playoff bound teams:  Camp Verde 
(the largest 2A school in the state with close to 
500 students) and traditional power Arizona 
Lutheran.  We crushed the Pima Roughriders, a 
team whom we had never beaten in four 
attempts over the last seven years.  We beat 
region rival North Point soundly in our 
Homecoming game. 
 
There were also moments of genuine heartache 
that remind one yet again that football must be 
embraced with one's whole heart and that at 
any moment one's season might come to an 
end.  The first half against Scottsdale Christian 
was a time of real doubt and embarrassment. 
 It was a crucible of gridiron affliction that 
makes boys either quit playing football 
altogether or play again with unrelenting 
passion like they never thought they could play 
before.
